HALIFAX LOT: The Board discussed the issue regarding 

the earth disturbance by the Friends of Ft. Halifax on their lot.  DEP determined there is no need for a permit.  

Motion: Supervisor Paul made a motion to withdraw the cease and desist order and to require placement of #4 

ballast on the mesh covering and to not allow any further earth disturbance without first notifying the Board, 

seconded by Supervisor McBurney, vote called, motion called 4-0. 

 

BUDGET FOR 2015: The Board discussed and made corrections and changes to the proposed budget in order 

to finalize it for approval at a future meeting.
